Instructions for Completing a Recommendation Form for Study Abroad Following Hurricane Katrina:

Candidates for Tulane study abroad programs are selected on the basis of academic standing, intellectual and social maturity, good character, and the likelihood that the student will have the sustained interest and self-sufficiency to complete the program satisfactorily. Faculty recommendations are very important in the selection process. Your letter will be submitted to the university abroad as part of the student’s application. 

In your letter, please tell us how long you have known the applicant, what courses he/she has taken with you, and anything else about the student’s academic performance, level of maturity, or personal characteristics that would enhance or impede his/her ability to successfully undertake a study abroad program.
